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Does your town have an inclusionary zoning ordinance?

G.J. doesn't but could be a strategy in the future. 

Breckenridge does not have the traditional inclusionary zoning, but has a performance zoning which awards positive points for providing affordable units which most take advantage of. We have been considering an ordinance that would make providing affordable units a requirement.
Montrose does not have inclusionary zoning.

Mt. Crested Butte has 15% inclusionary requirement.

Durango City Council is in the process of considering the adoption of an inclusionary zoning ordinance here.  I believe that it has a good chance of being adopted in the near future if SB 154 does not become law.  In any case we have vigorously lobbied our Senator, Jim Isgar about 154.
Avon does not.

(Steamboat)We do not have inclusionary zoning within the City, but the West of Steamboat Plan covers the area from the western City limits out about 2 miles and requires that 1 unit in every 3 built at more than the 35-acre density must be affordable. That whole plan goes out the window (along with c. 850 affordable units) if 154 passes.
Crested Butte does have it.

Frisco does not.
Whereas the Town of Mountain Village does not have your typical "inclusionary zoning" we are concerned and worried about the implications of this bill passing.  The Town of Mountain Village Housing Authority is in the process of developing ten, single-family, deed
restricted homes. These homes will be sold to qualified employees of the region and will have an appreciation cap of 4% per year.  The Housing Authority was not intending to have to maintain an ownership interest in these homes -- however, if this bill passes we would have to in order to allow our appreciation cap to remain on these homes.  We obviously want to maintain the ability to set price caps on affordable housing.  I hope that this answers your question.  Please let me know if you require additional information.
The Town of Telluride has "inclusionary zoning" by another name. We call it housing mitigation, whereby developers have to create housing for 40% of the employees they generate.
(Silverthorne) We do not have inclusionary zoning.  Only in the case of a negotiated annexation
If  'inclusionary zoning' is the same thing as 'housing mitigation requirements', then yes  Snowmass Village does have it. 65% of the employees generated at the moment, but the percentage is under consideration.  Off site, deed restricted is allowed.
Basalt does have deed restricted housing requirements.
