Do you currently have plans to go ahead or cancel fireworks displays on the 4th? 

Who decides or based on what criteria do you decide if it is a no or a go?

Aspen  If the fireworks were tonight, they would not be.  The fire department monitors this on a daily basis and if were to rain 2 or 3 times between now and Tuesday, they might allow them.

The Fire Protection District and U. S. Forest Service decide on whether to firework or not.  They do site inspections.  Right now there is a red flag warning issued by the National Weather Service in Grand Junction and the fire department would not allow fire works based on that red flag warning.
Avon  We are shooting our show
Basalt   We currently have a permit for the Roaring Fork Club, the final call will be made by the Pitkin County Sheriff and if there is not a significant amount of rain before, it will be cancelled.

Crested Butte Currently we are planning on setting them off. The county is talking about a fire ban and that could change things. Fire Marshall will make the final decision.

Estes Park  We are still planning to present fireworks.  Considerations are twofold.  One, we prefer to provide a controlled deomonstration as opposed to having peopele doing their own shows. Secondly,  we are monitoring weather conditions and will call off the fireworks only if we get multiple "red flag" (low humidity, high winds, dry conditions) warnings.
Fraser     1)  Heck yes, we are going forward with the display.  2)  We'd rely on the Fire District for guidance on whether or not to cancel.

Now, I must add another factor that "helps" us out....the Fire District volunteer firefighters are the guys who actually launch the show.  So, in "theory" we have the guys launching who would have to put out the fire, so they "should" bring good judgement to the table....

Frisco Go forward.   God.or is it Dog (decides) if we go.  Actually it's our Council in conjunction with police and fire.  We do our fireworks over Dillon Reservoir...which tends to be fairly non-flammable. 

Durango has not made an official decision on the fireworks. We will decide later this week. I will keep you updated. 6-28 Durango will proceed with our fireworks display on the 4th.

Glenwood  It looks like Glenwood is still planning on having fireworks.  However, the City staff are going to revisit the issue again tomorrow.

Grand Lake  We're going to go ahead with the show in Grand Lake...much like Lake Dillon, we've found that Grand Lake tends to be non-flammable.  We are considering lowering the scope of the show (no 10 or 12" shells) based on the specific conditions that day (dry, windy, etc.); our fire department, sheriff, and I will make the call.

Gunnison has plans to host the Rotary 4th of July Fireworks Show. We work with the County and Rotary Club to organize the event. Our Fire Marshall works with the County Emergency Management Coordinator to assess the conditions and determine proper precautions that will be in place to ensure a safe night of fun. Come watch some great aerials if you decide yours is a NO GO! Happy summer.
Mesa County and the City of Grand Junction have decided to ban fireworks this year.  The decision was made in consultation with the emergency preparedness staff and the Fire Chief.  GJ Council also weighed in on the decision, but many of us felt that this should be a staff decision based on conditions (not sentiment and tradition).  Unfortunately, we are sending a bit of a mixed message -- it is still legal to sell fireworks within the County and City limits.

Minturn  At this time both the Governor and Eagle County Sheriff has banned fire works.

Mt. Crested Butte/Crested Butte is a go, yes for fireworks on July 4th  as of today. The decision is a combination of County Commissioners, Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte Town Council’s, Police Departments, and Crested Butte Fire Protection District. The Fire Protection District puts on the fireworks program and thus they hold the major decision making card.
Nederland Our fireworks were cancelled by our fire district Fire Chief, and there is a burn ban in effect for Boulder County.
Silverthorne does not have a fireworks display. We contribute to the Town of Frisco display which is shot out over Lake Dillon at Frisco. We are discussing fireworks and the local stores that sell them at our Tuesday night work session to make sure what is being sold matches what is allowed and also complies with whatever fire levels and fire bans are in place.
Snowmass Village  We're doing a laser light show instead.

Telluride  We are currently moving ahead and its raining as we speak -  Fire marshal could have final say.

Vail  Have not cancelled as of this date.    We will make a determination on July 3 as to whether we will have our professional fireworks in Vail. This display was cancelled in 2002 and in 1998 due to extreme hot and dry weather conditions.  We could be in for a repeat performance this year unless we get some rain.
