SURVEY: Long Term Vehicle Parking/Storage
Colorado Association of Ski Towns

Snowmass Village is trying to get a valuation of parking spaces.  Currently, residents are allowed to purchase a winter parking permit which allows them to park in certain lots close to the mountain with some leaving their cars parked in a space all winter.  We also have snow plow operators in the winter and rafting companies in the summer who park long term and which we currently handle with a lease and a nominal fee. 
My questions are:

1)  What is your general approach to long and short term parking? 

2)  Do you have a long-term storage rate for residential?  Commercial?
3   Do you charge a flat fee, percentage of profit, combination or other?
Breckenridge

1) What is your general approach to long and short term parking?

The Town of Breckenridge does not have any long-term public parking options for more than 18hours at one time. Our short term parking includes 8 Free All-Day lots (no overnight 2 am - 6 am), 3 Free Parking: 2 Hour Limit lots and 2 Pay Parking: 7 am - 5 pm lots. This does not include Vail Resorts pay-lot options at the base of Peak 8 or Peak 9. 

2) Do you have a long-term storage rate for residential?

No public long-term "storage" options are available. We do have a "residential parking permit" available for the East side of town that allows residents to park in two public lots overnight. Our terms & conditions require the resident check on their vehicle every 24 hours, for snow removal/lot maintenance. We charge $25 a year for a permit, and require proof of residency.

3) Do you have long-term storage rate for light commercial? 

No long-term options. We do have an overnight/multi-night option for everyone (including light/heavy commercial) which allows them to park in a designated public lot overnight. This is self-serve/pre-pay for nights staying or subject to ticketing.

4) Do you charge a flat fee, percentage of profit, combination or other?

No.

Fraser   We have nothing like this in place.


Grand Lake doesn't rent out parking spaces at all.  The only policy that we have is that if a business can't provide the required number of parking spaces, they have to pay the Town $10,000 for each space...this fee was based on an estimate for a parking garage where each space would cost the Town $10,000.  I only mention this because I wonder if there is a base valuation that can be placed on a parking space, with an amortization schedule for the year to set the fees...
Park City  

1)  What is your general approach to long and short term parking?

Based on proximity to Main Street, Park City maintains a combination of 4-hour limits and metered parking for the most convenient parking.  Long-term parking with a 24-hour limit is available in the least convenient parking lots.  Permits for all day parking can be purchased for parking in the China Bridge parking structure.

 

2)  Do you have a long-term storage rate for residential?

While we have a residential permit program for the residential neighborhoods adjoining Main Street, we do not charge for these permits.  It has been discussed as an option to consider for the future.

3)  Do you have long-term storage rate for light commercial?

At this time we do not.  We do have overnight usage of this type in our China Bridge parking structure, but at this point we do not charge for overnight parking there except during the Sundance Film Festival (new program this year).

4)  Do you charge a flat fee, percentage of profit, combination or other?

N/A

Silverthorne  We don't allow either short or long term parking overnight.  We have lots for Town facilities but not for general public parking.

Steamboat Springs no longer has any long-term lots. The Stockbridge Multi-Modal Center allows up to 48 hrs, I think. We had a long-term llot once, but we found that some people left their cars and trucks parked there for months. That lot now has 2-, 4-, and 8-hour parking spaces. Our goal is to have spaces "turn over" as often as possible.
Telluride  

1.A. Long term:

There is not long term lots in Telluride. There is one lot that is privatly owned and he rents out long term. The town does not.

1.B.  Short term:

We have 3 short term parking lots that are free to day use only one of them are open for  over night parking free. None of this costs.
