SURVEY: SKI AREA BENEFITS FOR TOWN EMPLOYEES

Does your ski area provide any sort of ski pass benefit to your employees such as: free passes, reduced rate passes etc?

ASPEN City of Aspen employees get the opportunity to purchase 1-day a week, 2-day a week, or full-season passes at the discount rate available to all Chamber Resort Association member employees.  The discount is about 15% off the regular price.

AVON If you mean does Vail Resorts offer our employees a discount - hell no!  We wish!     The town offers a free ski pass to our seasonal employees who work 20 hours a week and we will bankroll a pass for a full-time employee, but it is all our doing, no help from Vail.

BRECKENRIDGE  Town did away with any freebee's from ski area a number of years ago and with the buddy pass prices it is already pretty cheap.
CRESTED BUTTE It does to the Mountain Express (our free transit system) but does not to the Town -  Further, without the Town compensating the ski area for the passes, in my opinion such a practice violates ethics prohibitions (and many local ordiances) against giving gifts to public officials and employees.

DURANGO  Durango. Mtn. Resort does not provide any ski pass benefits to City employees.  Frankly, I doubt that we would allow such a program even if offered.

FRASER Currently no, though prior to Intrawest they did provide some passes.  It may be beneficial to consider whether or not the ski areas are within the town limits.  WPR is in WP, not in Fraser.

FRISCO We offer free Nordic Passes to our employee’s and their immediate family.  We also have a payroll deduction program for individuals who wish to purchase a season ski pass to one of the local ski areas.
GLENWOOD SPRINGS  I am not aware of any special benefit offered and the City does not provide one.

JACKSON  Reduced season passes are available to Town of Jackson employees because we help subsidize airline service

KETCHUM  That would be NO.

MT. CRESTED BUTTE  no, the Town does not receive any special season pass “ski” deals from the Ski Area owners.
PARK CITY  Park City receives five transferable passes to Deer Valley and five to Park City Mountain Resort. We allow employees to check these passes out on a daily basis based on full time or part time regular status.

SILVERTHORNE   No, however, our recreation center served as an outlet for discounted Copper Mountain day-passes that would be available for members of the public to purchase.  These off site ticket sales for Copper were done at our Recreation Center in exchange for a percentage of sales and a limited number of free passes to the employees who sold them.  
STEAMBOAT  Previously they gave us two for one medallions but have requested that next ski season we pay full price.
TOSV Nothing special for Town employees, except a one day pass for our annual ski day.
